School Times  
Starts  8:15 a.m. Ends  2:40p.m.  
The school will again be using the same morning routines.  Students that take 
the bus will proceed into the playground, while students that are dropped off 
will wait in the front of the school.  Both groups will then enter the school at 
8:15 to go to our classroom.  Second graders will not be allowed to enter the 
building until 8:15 unless there is inclement weather. 
 
Backpacks  
Please be sure your child has a backpack for school big enough to carry a full size 
pocket folder (provided by us) to and from school.  This folder will go home 
everyday with notices and various schoolwork and will carry parent/teacher 
communication. 
 
Snack (10:00 a.m.)  and  Lunch (12:25 p.m.)  
Your child will need a snack and drink for school everyday. I hope you all were 
able to read the letter yesterday concerning peanut allergies.  Peanut products 
are not allowed during snack.  Milk and water are available in the cafeteria for 
$.50 and will be charged to their lunch account. Many parents in the past have 
been surprised to see all of the milk charges. If you would like your child to 
purchase milk whenever they’d like, please send us a quick note, so we’ll know 
it’s all right. Please try to pack something nutritious as opposed to sugary snacks 
and “junk food.”  Soda and candy are not allowed in the school. Please try to 
refrain from sending in food that needs to be heated and prepared. There are a 



lot of second graders this year and the extra work of preparing lunches takes 
away from the cafeteria staff’s main role.
