FACEBOOK NOTICE FOR PARENTS
Parents, please be alert to the fact that many students have Facebook Accounts.  Here are a few things you should know about Facebook!
1.  According to FB rules, no one under the age of 13 is permitted to have a page.
2.  Facebook has many levels of privacy settings.  Please make sure that your child's page is set to be completely private and that no one other than their friends can see their pages.
3.  Make sure you know their username and password or are one of their friends so that you can monitor their page for appropriate content.
4.  Facebook is now becoming one of the main methods of bullying other kids (cyberbullying).
5.  Facebook and all social networking sites are blocked in the
school system.
6.  Please remind your kids that they should not "friend" someone they do not personally know.
7.  Use of Facebook opens up your computer to viruses so make sureyou and your kids are careful about what you open and accept on FB.
8.  These topics have been and continue to be discussed with the students at our school.
9.  Even with all the privacy settings set correctly, unwanted
messages can still be received by your child.  Other users can and should be blocked if they cause problems for you or your child.
I strongly suggest you have serious conversations with your kids about Facebook, Myspace, and similar sites.  Privacy issues are important topics for you and your kids to discuss in the computer age!
