10 Helpful Homework Tips for 6th Grade Parents

1. Designate a well-lit, quiet place where your child can work.  

2. Have a calendar on the wall next to your child’s work space listing the dates  

    for long-term assignments.

3. Check daily assignments by calling the “Homework Hotline” at 627-3316 

    ext.257 or checking it at www.edgartownschool.org (click ‘homework’ on 

    the top tab for a list of teachers and assignments). Assignments notebooks 

    (provided by the school) also have student’s assignments listed in them.* 

4. Encourage your child to go to ‘homework club’ (Monday-Thursday, 2:45-

    3:45).

5. Set aside a specific time for your child to do homework each night. This will 

    help eliminate procrastination.

6. Protect your child from distractions. Establish a quiet zone. Phone calls from 

    friends during study time should be strongly discouraged unless they are 

    homework related. If children are working on the computer, instant messages 

    should be disregarded.

7. If possible, stay in close proximity to your child during homework time.

8. Be sure your child has the necessary materials and supplies at home to 

    support his/her homework, like: computer** (if possible), pencil, pen, eraser, 

    pencil sharpener, ruler, paper and student friendly dictionary. Create a 

    ‘school-office’ atmosphere for your child.

9. If your child is not clear about an assignment, either in what to do or how to 

    do it, have him/her phone a classmate. Some teachers may give their students 

    a certain time during the evening that they may phone them. 

10. Have your child make a plan for the order in which they do their homework 

     and how long each assignment should take to complete. Sometimes it is 

     better to start with an easy assignment to feel more encouraged.
