Guidelines for Completion And Correction of Tests and Homework

Homework

You will receive a zero when you do not hand in homework on the day it is due. You have exactly one week from the day it is due to make it up or the zero remains. You will lose homework when it is late. However, it is much better to earn a “late” grade than to not do the assignment at all and earn a zero (absolutely no credit). Homework that is not handed in within the one week grace period cannot be made up and the zero you originally received will not be changed.

You have the option of re-doing your homework and earning a higher grade. When you re-do your homework, the grade you earn replaces your original grade (unless it’s lower than your original grade). Homework must be redone within one week after it has been handed in.

If only part of your homework needs to be redone, you must redo the entire section in which that part is found.  Your homework must be written on a separate sheet of paper and handed in with your original assignment.

Whenever you are having difficulty with an assignment, whether doing it for the first time or correcting it, don’t hesitate to ask the teacher for help, but don’t wait until the day it is due to ask for help.

Tests

Tests, including quizzes, may be retaken after school. You only have one opportunity to retake the test. The grade on the retake and your original grade will be averaged. The retake test is exactly the same as the original. You have one week from the day of the test to make it up. You must retake the entire test, not just the parts that were incorrect.

If you were absent on the day of the test, you have one week from the date of the test to make it up. If you don’t make it up, you will earn a zero for that test.
